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ar Church Family,
How is your spiritual appetite?  Check out what Jesus says in the following verses.  Matt 5:6: "Blessed are those who hunger & thirst for righteousness, for they shall be satisfied.  John 6:35: Jesus said to them, “I am the bread of life; he who comes to Me will not hunger, & he who believes in Me will never thirst.
Are you abiding in Jesus?  Look at what Jesus says in the following verses.  John 15: 4-8: “Abide in Me, & I in you.  As the branch cannot bear fruit of itself unless it abides in the vine, so neither can you unless you abide in Me.  "I am the vine, you are the branches; he who abides in Me & I in him, he bears much fruit, for apart from Me you can do nothing.  "If anyone does not abide in Me, he is thrown away as a branch & dries up; & they gather them, & cast them into the fire & they are burned.  "If you abide in Me, & My words abide in you, ask whatever you wish, & it will be done for you.  "My Father is glorified by this, that you bear much fruit, & so prove to be My disciples.”
Prayer:  Alfred Lord Tennyson wrote, “Pray for my soul.  More things are wrought by prayer than this world dreams of therefore let thy voice rise like a fountain for me night & day . . .”  John Bunyan wrote from Bedford prison, “Prayer is a sincere, sensible, affectionate pouring out of the heart or soul to God, through Christ, in the strength & assistance of the Holy Spirit, for such things as God has promised, or according to the word of God, for the good of the church, with submission in faith to the will of God.
